A five-week course, Church History 1, is being offered through the University of  
Dayton’s Virtual Learning Community for Faith Formation (VLCFF). Church History 1 is 
one of two parts of a basic introduction to the History of the Church. This course covers 
the period from Pentecost to the beginning of the Reformation. While we cannot cover in 
depth all the factors which influenced the development of the early Church we are able 
to begin the journey here.  
  
It will be offered in-person at Ascension Parish in Hurricane and is open to all. The 
course begins Wednesday, September 13

th
, 2023 from 7-8:30pm - registration is re-

quired and space is limited. The course is being underwritten by the Diocese of Wheel-
ing-Charleston’s Office of Evangelization & Catechesis, which pays 100% of the tuition 
and the cost of any books associated with the course.
